Fast Forword is
a computer-based language and literacy intervention program. It optimizes brain
function in English language development and reading through frequent and
intensive brain training exercises. It is individualized and adaptive based on each
student’s skill and progress.

2. Review Goal 4 (First Read) — Mr. Craig Hatfield, Business Manager, reviewed
Action Steps to meet the objectives under the Board Goal 4: District Support
Services (Facilities, Nutrition & Transportation).

There are four objectives for this goal:

a) Technology to Student Ratio — Technology plan, which is within the
available financial resources and user friendly with the ability to be
immediately used by students

b) Safety — Security Improvements to facility entrances

c) Fleet Upgrade, Maintenance and Bus Replacement Cycle

d) Master Facilities Plan (MFP)

The cycles and plans provide a flexible road map of support services goals.
Projects and purchases exceeding $25,000 are approved by the Board of
Education prior to purchasing.

3. 2016 Sixth Grade Camp (First Read) — Dr. Sander provided the proposed 2016
Sixth Grade Camp dates: Thursday, May 18, 2016 through Friday, May 20, 2016.

4. School Website — Dr. Sander provided information regarding Legend Web Works
LLC, a web service provider. The contract has been reviewed and revised by
school attorney. It waives hosting fee for year one and is $1,200 thereafter.
However, the contract has an ad revenue sharing whereby the school district will
receive 10% of the collected ad revenue minus cost of collection ($3 per invoice
plus 3% for each invoice paid via credit or debit card). The website would allow
each administrator to update his/her building/department information, instead of
everyone sending information to the technology department to be updated.
